The Texas Emergency Nurses Association (TENA) will sponsor eight (8) scholarships in two categories for Fall 2011.   Qualified applicants must either live in Texas or attend school in Texas.

Scholarship Category I
  Continuing Development

There will be six (6) awards given for the Continuing Development Scholarships.  This category is for a Registered Nurse who is seeking one of the following:

- A higher degree in nursing (i.e. Diploma or associate degree RN to BSN, RN to MSN, MBA, MPH, MHA, or PHD)
- A degree in a health related field (i.e. clinical research, biology)
- A degree in a discipline that enhances/ complements the nursing profession (i.e. business, law)
There will be four (4) $1000 awards, and one (1) $2,500 award. 
This category also includes the Frank L. Cole Advance Nursing Practice Scholarship for a Registered Nurse seeking a Masters of Science in Nursing in an advance practice role Clinical Nurse Specialist (CNS), Nurse Practitioner (NP), or Certified Registered Nurse Anesthetist (CRNA) This specially named award is in the amount of $4000.
Application Criteria for Continuing Development
1. Completion of 30 or more undergraduate semester hours with minimum grade point average (GPA) of 2.5 (certified transcript required)

2. Admission or current student in continuing nursing or graduate program (verification from school required)

3. References: must have three (3); either from nursing school faculty and/or from current employer. Reference forms are provided.
4. Resume or curriculum vitae

5. Current member of Emergency Nurses Association (ENA), copy of membership card required AND name appears on the September 2011 Texas ENA Membership Roster

6. Statement of professional//educational goals including applicability of course of study to nursing.
Scholarship Category II

 Initial Nursing Degree

There will be one (1) $500 award and one (1) $1000 award

-Student Nurse enrolled in an entry level Diploma, AND, or BSN Registered Nurse program

       1. Senior status in nursing program with minimum grade point average of 2.5 (certified transcript required)

2. Current student status (verification from school required)

3. Three (3) references from nursing school faculty (reference forms provided)

4. Resume or curriculum vitae

5. Current member of the Texas Nursing Students’ Association or Emergency Nurses Association (copy of membership card required). ENA members name must appear on the September 2011 Membership Roster.

Selection Committee

     The selection committee consists of members of the Scholarship Committee of the Texas Emergency Nurses Association appointed by the Texas ENA President.
Disbursement of the Scholarship Funds

     Recipients will be chosen and notified by the scholarship committee by November 1, 2011.  The scholarship committee presents a certificate for each award and cordially invites you to a presentation at the first or second quarter 2011 Texas ENA State Meeting.  Disbursement of scholarship monies will be made at the end of the Fall 2011 semester after certified transcript(s) to verify performance are received by the scholarship committee.  Performance AND completion of semester hours must meet the application criteria for the funds to be dispersed.
